
CASHA Adult Amateur and Juvenile High Point Awards 
 

 
The CASHA high point Adult Amateur and high point Juvenile Exhibitor for the year will be 
conducted under the rules outlined below.  Perpetual trophies donated by the Parker Family for 
the Juvenile High Point Award and the Kipper Family for the Adult Amateur High Point Award 
will be presented annually for these prestigious high point awards.  The annual winner’s names 
will be engraved on the trophies.  A smaller trophy will be given to the winners to keep in their 
possession.  The OWNER AND RIDER must be a current member of CASHA for points to 
count.

 Colorado Classic Horse Show 
 Almost Summer Horse Show 
 Denver Queen City Horse Show 
 Continental Divide Horse Show 
 Fall Charity Horse Show 
 Any other horse show which applies for and is granted approval by CASHA during the 

show season 
 
General Rules for Year End Awards: 
 

 Horses and riders must be members in good standing of CASHA 
 Points count only for those shows in which the owner and rider is a member in good 

standing of CASHA 
 All horses owned by members of CASHA with either individual or family memberships 

are automatically eligible for year end awards 
 Only one horse is required to fill a class to make it official 
 Year end awards will be given in a category even though only one show may have 

offered a class in that category during the course of the year 
 
Point System for Year End Awards: 
 
 Performance & Equitation Classes  Championship/Stake Classes 
1st   6      12 
2nd   5      10 
3rd   4      8 
4th   3      6 
5th   2      4 
6th   1      2 
 
Year end point categories are to be determined by the CASHA board and currently include but 
are not limited to the following: 

 5 Gaited – Open, Amateur, Juvenile 
 3 Gaited – Open, Amateur, Juvenile 
 Fine Harness – Open, Amateur 
 Park – Open, Amateur, Pleasure 
 Show Pleasure – Adult, Juvenile (riding & driving), 5 gaited 



 Country Pleasure – Adult, Juvenile (riding & driving), Western (adult & juvenile), 
Hunter (adult & juvenile) 

 Equitation – 14-17, 11-13, 10 & Under, Pleasure, Walk/Trot 10 & Under (english & 
western) 

 Open – English (adult & juvenile), Western (adult & juvenile), Hunter (all ages) 
 
Note:  In the pleasure divisions only, points are awarded in the juvenile category if the horse has 
a juvenile handler AND THERE IS NO JUVENILE CLASS IN THAT PLEASURE DIVISION 
(i.e. juvenile rider shows in the show pleasure driving open class or championship class and there 
is no show pleasure driving junior exhibitor class).
